How to Become a North Texas Region 

High School a Referee 

1. Go Online to www.USLeagues.org.  Click on the “Join US Leagues” link at the top of the page.  Select the “North Texas High School League” in the drop down menu.  Go through the process and register to become a US League Referee (no cost).  Write down the USAWP membership number given to you once registered (you will also receive a confirmation email).  

NOTE:  This online process will not be available until Thursday, February 19th.  
  

2. Register for the March 1st “Basic-Introductory Referee Training Course” at www.waterpoloacademy.com.  Be sure to input your USAWP membership number to receive a training discount. The discounted cost is $35 and the course lasts for six days at your own pace. You must pass the basic rules test; the test is open book, and you have 20 tries to pass.

3. Once you have registered for both US Leagues Online and Water Polo Academy contact the trainer of officials.  You DO NOT have to have completed the water polo academy before you contact the trainer of officials.
